He joined the Group
in 1981 and has served in a number of senior capacities in Singapore before his posting to Hong Kong in 1992. Mr. Ong,
a Chartered Surveyor, graduated with a Bachelor of Science degree (Building Economics) from the University of Reading,
United Kingdom in 1971. His previous work experience includes appointment with the Singapore Ministry of Defence
and Straits Steamship Co. Limited from 1976 to 1980.

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APPENDIX - EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

The following is the explanatory statement required to be sent to Shareholders under the Listing Rules in connection with the
Proposed Repurchase Mandate.

SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the issued share capital of the Company comprised 2,013,309,000 Shares. Subject to
the passing of the resolution granting the Proposed Repurchase Mandate and on the basis that no further Shares are
issued or repurchased before the Annual General Meeting, the Company will be allowed to repurchase a maximum of
201,330,900 Shares which represent 10 per cent. of the issued share capital of the Company during the period ending on
the earlier of the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company or the date by which the next annual
general meeting of the Company is required to be held by law or the date upon which such authority is revoked or varied
by a resolution of the Shareholders in general meeting.

REASONS AND FUNDING OF REPURCHASES

The Directors believe that it is in the best interests of the Company and the Shareholders to seek a general authority
from the Shareholders to enable the Company to repurchase its Shares on the Stock Exchange. Such repurchases may,
depending on market conditions and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net asset value
per Share and/or earnings per Share and will only be made when the Directors believe that such a repurchase will benefit
the Company and the Shareholders. If such a repurchase is made, the Directors propose to use the Company’s internal
cash surplus to fund such repurchase.

Repurchases of Shares will be financed out of funds legally available for the purpose and in accordance with the Bye-
laws and the applicable laws of Bermuda. Under Bermuda law, any repurchases by the Company may be made out of
capital paid up on the Shares to be repurchased, or out of funds of the Company which would otherwise be available
for dividend or distribution or out of the proceeds of a fresh issue of Shares made for the purpose and, in the case of
premiums payable on repurchases, funds of the Company which would otherwise be available for dividend or distribution
or out of the share premium account of the Company.

The Directors have no present intention to repurchase any Shares and they would only exercise the power to repurchase
in circumstances where they consider that the repurchase would be in the best interests of the Company. The Directors
consider that if the general mandate to repurchase Shares were to be exercised in full at the current prevailing market
value, it could have a material adverse impact on the working capital but not the gearing position of the Company,
as compared with the positions disclosed in the audited consolidated financial statements of the Company as at 31
December 2009, being the date to which the latest published audited consolidated financial statements of the Company
were made up. The Directors do not propose to exercise the mandate to repurchase Shares to such extent as would,
in the circumstances, have a material adverse effect on the working capital requirements of the Company or the gearing
levels which in the opinion of the Directors are from time to time appropriate for the Company.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, to the best knowledge and belief of the Directors, TCC has or controls the voting
rights in respect of not more than 912,799,986 Shares representing approximately 45.34 per cent. of the existing issued
share capital of the Company. In the event that the Directors should exercise in full the Proposed Repurchase Mandate,
the voting rights in respect of shares held or controlled by TCC in the Company will be increased to not more than
approximately 50.38 per cent. of the issued share capital of the Company. To the best knowledge and belief of the
Directors, such increase would give rise to an obligation to make a mandatory offer under the Takeovers Code. The
Directors have no present intention to repurchase the Shares to the extent that it will trigger the obligations under the

Takeovers Code for TCC to make a mandatory offer.

The Listing Rules prohibit a company from making repurchase on the Stock Exchange if the result of the repurchase
would be that less than 25 per cent. (or such other prescribed minimum percentage as determined by the Stock
Exchange) of the issued share capital would be in public hands. Currently, the Directors have no intention to exercise
the Repurchase Mandate to the extent as to further reduce the amount of Shares held by the public.
