Pursuant to the Assembly Agreement, payment of ex-work assembly charges by TC Subaru to TCMA 
are based upon the range of volume and estimated cost required to produce each model of the 
vehicles agreed by TC Subaru and TCMA and will be settled no later than 14 days after the invoice 
date and payment of other applicable charges relating to special works or down-time charges would be 
subject to the mutual agreement between TC Subaru and TCMA. 
 
Pricing basis 
 
The prices and terms of the Assembly Transactions in respect of the Assembly Agreement are on 
arm's length terms taking into account similar services available from independent third parties in the 
market. 
 
Reasons for the transaction 
 
The Assembly Transactions provide TC Subaru with reliable technical assembly services for 
transactions contemplated under the Master Agreement. Given the Group's long established and 
stable business relationship with the TCMH Group and the competitive price the connected persons 
offered pursuant to the Assembly Transactions, the Board considers that the Assembly Transactions 
are beneficial to the business of the Group.

3. Transactions between TC Subaru and the Five APM Subsidiaries relating to the Parts 
Purchase Agreements 
 
The principal business of the Five APM Subsidiaries is the manufacture and sale of automotive parts 
and components.   
 
As the Existing Parts Purchase Agreements will expire on 31 December 2013 and the Group will 
continue to purchase the Parts from the Five APM Subsidiaries, the Parts Purchase Agreements were 
entered into between TC Subaru and the Five APM Subsidiaries respectively on 30 December 2013, 
pursuant to which the Five APM Subsidiaries agree to sell to TC Subaru the Parts from time to time up 
to a period of one year with effect from 1 January 2014 to 31 December 2014.

vehicle servicing transactions up to a period of three years from 1 January 2014 to 31 December 2016.  
 
Pursuant to the TCMH Agreements, payment will be settled by cash within 14 to 30 days after the 
invoice date. 
 
Pricing basis 
 
The prices and terms of the TCMH Transactions in respect of the sale and purchase of motor parts and 
accessories were agreed between the Group and each of the relevant counterparties by way of sales 
contracts or on an order-by-order basis by way of purchase orders, and are based on arm's length 
terms taking into account the value and volume of orders and similar products available from 
independent third parties in the market. The prices and terms of the TCMH Transactions in respect of 
the vehicle servicing transactions were agreed between the Group and each of the parties based on 
written agreements and on arm's length terms taking into account similar services available from 
independent third parties in the market.  
 
Reasons for the transaction 
 
The TCMH Transactions provide the Group with reliable and competitive suppliers and purchasers (as 
the case may be) for its goods and services. Given the Group's long established and stable business 
relationship with the TCMH Group and the competitive price the connected persons offered pursuant 
to the TCMH Transactions, the Board considers that the TCMH Transactions are beneficial to the 
business of the Group. 
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5. Transactions between TCIMPL and TCIMSB relating to the TCIM Agreement 
 
The principal business of TCIMSB is distribution, sale and rental of material handling equipment, 
agriculture tractors, engines, construction equipment and parts and the provision of after-sales 
services.  
 
As the Existing TCIM Agreement will expire on 31 December 2013 and the Group will continue to 
engage in the sale, purchase and rent of cars, trucks, material handling equipment, parts and 
accessories transactions, the TCIM Agreement was entered into between TCIMPL and TCIMSB on 30 
December 2013 in relation to the provision of TCIM transactions up to a period of 3 years from 1 
January 2014 to 31 December 2016. 
 
Pursuant to the TCIM Agreement, payment will be settled by cash within 30 days after the invoice date. 
 
Pricing basis 
 
The prices and terms of the TCIM Transactions in respect of the sale, purchase and rent of cars, trucks, 
material handling equipment, parts and accessories were agreed between the Group and TCIMSB by 
way of sales contracts or on an order-by-order basis by way of purchase orders, and are based on 
arm's length terms taking into account the value and volume of orders and similar products and 
services available from independent third parties in the market.  
 
Reasons for the transaction 
 
The TCIM Transactions provide the Group with reliable and competitive suppliers and purchasers (as 
the case may be) for its goods and services. 
 
ANNUAL CAPS 
 
Based on (i) the amount of the relevant Transactions entered into in the previous years; (ii) the 
estimated demand of the Group for the Parts to be purchased under the Parts Purchase Agreements 
which are necessary for the Assembly Transactions; (iii) the estimated demand of TC Subaru for the 
assembly services to be provided by TCMA under the Assembly Agreement; (iv) the necessary 
technical advice and support to be provided by TCMA for the Assembly Transactions; (v) projections in 
anticipation of orders due to market demand for motor vehicles and equipment and relevant services 
under the TCMH Agreements and TCIM Agreement; and (vi) the terms of the Transactions, the 
Directors estimate that the proposed annual caps for all the Transactions to be HK$256,000,000, 
HK$96,000,000 and HK$28,000,000 for each of the three financial years ending 31 December 2014, 
2015 and 2016 respectively.
